Q: When citing cost competition or system hardware costs for the Applicant Data Input Sheet, should applicants cite current costs or projected costs after  factory operations start up?

A: For technologies with rapidly changing costs structures, applicants should use projected costs at the time the factory production begins.  Assumptions should be justified in the application narrative. 

Q: Are charging stations for electric vehicles eligible?

A: The project would have to be the factory producing the charging station hardware.  This technology could apply under the fuel savings category by assuming a standard level of performance for the "average PHEV or EV performance".

Q: How is factory lifetime defined?

A: Factory lifetime is defined by the period from initial full volume factory production to the date where more than half of the project equipment costs are replaced, decommissioned, or substantially upgraded.

Q: How is green house gases (GHG) reducing technology defined.

A: Technology with the primary purpose of reducing, eliminating, or sequestering GHG and any benefits of energy production or consumption reduction are considered a secondary purpose.
